Full Biography:

Sine Frontera make musical amalgamation their trademark.
The project is constantly moving, travelling along an imaginary railway line and gathering music and stories from distant places along the way.

Although Sine Frontera are linked to the traditions of combat folk, their musical roots are firmly anchored in their place of origin, the Po Valley. The Mantuan group relates stories from all over the world with sensitivity and naturalness, transporting the listener from the outskirts of the big cities to the limitless lands of South America.

The group were formed in 2001 with a Folk-Rock musical influence and the first album was released in 2003, with the eponymous title “Sine Frontera”. Over the following two years they won numerous competitions, and 2005 saw the release of their second album “Sola Andata”. In 2007, they culminated a long tour in Oradea (Romania) and produced “Live Tour”, a live collection of their most popular songs, which also included some unreleased tracks. In 2009, their album “20 Now” was critically and favourably received; this was followed by their participation in the Free Tibet concert in France, which coincided with the start of the Olympic Games in China. Their tight bonds with social themes also led them to perform for the inmates at Mantua Prison. In 2013 they released their fourth album “I Taliani”.

Over the years, Sine Frontera have brought their show to most of Italy and Europe, playing in Spain, Austria, France, Germany, Switzerland and Romania.

On 22 April 2016 they presented their fifth CD, “Restiamo umani”, in which Celtic and Irish melodies are merged with Balkan music, reggae, folk and ska, to reproduce ironic tarantellas and sweet ballads.
Restiamo Umani:

Preceded by the single “MAR DEI MIGRANTI”, the new CD from SINE FRONTERA, “RESTIAMO UMANI” came out on 22 April 2016.

The album’s title pays homage to the young pacifist reporter Vittorio Arrigoni, killed in the Gaza Strip in 2011, who habitually closed each of his news articles with the phrase “Restiamo umani”, recalling also the title of his book “Gaza. Restiamo Umani”.

The narrative thread of the new disc twists around this initial suggestion, taking on the aspects of a concept album, in which the Mantuan group develop a Kantian reflection on man and his deep contradictions. The unique characteristic of free will which distinguishes human beings from any other living organism, simultaneously renders them fragile creatures, naturally disposed as much to goodness and altruism, as participants in savage and brutal violence, creators of their own destiny and helmsmen of their own course, in one sense or another. The spirits of this new musical chapter are the good and the bad, the black and the white that cohabit the whole of humanity, without distinction.
We are dealing therefore with an analysis on the present and the rampant cultural complexity of our society, conducted through the music and words of the eleven songs on the CD, a reflection on being and staying human.

With tracks such as “Nubi Nere”, “Mar dei Migranti” and “Picchi in testa” Sine Frontera create poetic news articles in which they photograph the current world situation, with particular reference to themes like terrorism, wars, immigration and the unscrupulous political propaganda which follows from it, substantially based on the manipulation of tragedy and collective fear. “La musica del vento” draws attention to the importance of saving the planet, of preserving and protecting our natural habitat. They also find space on the CD for folk songs such as “Pino l’orb”, an ironic traditional Mantuan song, written by Mendes Vecchi, dedicated to the cycling world and in particular to a blind accordion player with a fondness for two wheels. From the same inspiration comes “La Fòla del Babau”, a folk song that tells the fable of a black man, as a metaphor for man’s fear of that which he does not understand. “Il Barbanera” evokes a piratical atmosphere with the tale of the epic story of Edward Teach, the privateer turned pirate, known by the name of Blackbeard. This track is written by Alessandro Bernini (Alemask), who interpreted and arranged it in a folk style for Sine Frontera. The circusy, gypsy atmosphere of “Circus” and the instrumental “Balkan” leads into “Le favole e le nuvole”, a definitive sweet and nostalgic ballad on the passing of time, the changes that occur with it and the things that sometimes finish, leaving behind an unforgettable mark.
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
